Objective 3: To improve the skills of community organizations in designing community-based research projects 
These are some of the activities that Community-Based Research Facilitators conduct to achieve the objectives above:
· Educating the HIV/AIDS and research communities about CBR 

· Co-teaching university courses or giving lectures on CBR 

· Conducting capacity-building workshops for AIDS Service Organizations and their clients
· Facilitating the development of partnerships between communities and academia and ensuring that those partnerships are equitable and effective for all
· Assisting organizations with writing proposals and completing funding applications 

· Helping organizations implement small research projects that do not require external funding sources 

· Promoting the dissemination of research results and helping communities understand and interpret those results 

· Helping communities use research results to influence policies and programming (i.e., strategic planning) 

· Providing small grants to community organizations for internal research (i.e., program evaluation)
